ABOUT PARISHES

The Church defines parishes as communities of Christ’s faithful, especially centred around the
Eucharist, generally within particular geographical boundaries.

The boundaries of St Augustine’s Parish are: along the Yarra River, beginning at the point
opposite the end of Elizabeth Street, downriver to the end of North Wharf; then by a straight
line as an extension of Latrobe Street through Victoria Dock and the Railyards, and then along
Latrobe Street to William Street; then north along William Street to Franklin Street, and then
along Franklin Street to Elizabeth Street and down Elizabeth Street to the Yarra River. The
boundary runs down the middle of the relevant streets and waterways.

All Catholics who live within these boundaries are, by definition, parishioners of St Augustine’s.
As well, by custom, there are people who live outside these boundaries who have
demonstrated they are part of the parish community by their commitment to the life of the
parish, especially centred on the parish Eucharist. That commitment might be by service,
material support or regular liturgical participation.

By determining who our parishioners, a parish census will help us to establish parish structures
for participation, consultation, responsibility and evangelisation within the parish. The primary
structures are a Parish Pastoral Council, and a Parish Finance Committee. Canon (Church)
law, the policies of the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference, and the policies and protocols
of the Archdiocese of Melbourne help determine how these are formed and structured.
